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Abstract

Common and vernacular names of 84 lepidopterous
pests of most economic importance are given. Families and
scientific names of these species are included. Also, common
names of host plants for each species are recorded in English
and Arabic.

INTRODUCTION

Vernacular and common names of agricultural pests are of great value and
importance in the fields of agriculture, plant protection Iand extension work. Many
attempts were made by specialists for suggesting vernacular names such as Sutherland
(1978) and Stoetzel (1989) who suggested vernacular names for lepidopterous insects.

In Egypt, there are already a quite bulk of common names for various pests of
different orders. These common names were published in the Egyptian text books of
Entomology (Ahmed Salem Hassan, 1951 & 1956; Zidan Hendy and Mohamed Abdei-
Megeed Ibrahim, 1980; Shaker Hammad et g/, 1965; Aly lbrahim Dabour and Shaker
Hammad, 1982; Mohammed Ayoub, 1960); Mohamed Mahmoud Hosny et a/, 1968;
and Mahmoud Zeid, 1963).

The present work concerned with providing and suggesting vernacular names for
the most economic lepidopterous pests known to occur in Egypt. Scientific names and
families of these pests are added. Also, Arabic and English common names of host

plant for each species are provided. .
MATERIALS AND METHODS

The international rules and recommendations in suggesting common names
are prefrable and accepted woridwide. Sutherland (1978) and Stoetzel (1989) are the
main sources for suggesting common names.

The rules used in suggesting recent common names are :
