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ABSTRACT

The establishment of World Trade Organization (WTO)
and International economic unions led to great challenges and
competitiveness between  countries in the international
markets. This competitiveness can be measured by different
indicators at macro, sectorial and economic activity level.
Although, the relative advantage in producing potatoes in
Egypt, it’s exports represent only about %12.8 from it’s
production. This exports also seemed to be fluctuated and
geographically unstable, beside the possibility of loosing some
of its recent and probably future market potentialities.

The research aimed at studying the competitiveness
situations for Egyptian potatoes, in foreign markets by
estimating both revealed comparative advantages, stability
coefficient, price competitiveness, market penetration
coefficient, and export efficiency , also the objectives of this
research include identifying the main factors determining the
value and quantity market share for Egyptian potatoes in the
principle imported markets by estimating both "Almost Ideal
Demand System", and Market share Model, in Greece,
Germany, Italy, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, and Emirates markets.
Results shows that the Egyptian potatoes have a reveled



comparative coefficient reached 21.2, also low stability for
quantity and high stability in value and price was observed.

Price competitiveness results shows a relative decrease
in Egyptian potatoes price exported to Syria, Italy, Israel and
Spain, whereas, it relatively increased in Turkey, Belgium and
Germany. Market penetration coefficient results indicate low
value of all importing markets. The average. of exporting
efficiency for total Egyptian potatoes exports, reached about
0.98, and reached a maximum of about 1.51 at Saudi Arabian
market, and a minimum of about 0.97 at Greek market. The
"Almost Ideal Demand System" estimations show that the
more important factors affecting value market share for
Egyptian potatoes in Greece, Germany, Italy, Saudi Arabia,
Kuwait, Emirates were the exporting prices to Cyprus,
Holland, France, Lebanon, Holland, and France, besides the
negative effect of the actual real expenditure for exporting
potatoes to these markets.

Estimations of market share model in linear and double
log form shows a significant effects of the ratios (Egypt/
Germany), (Egypt/Holland), (Egypt/France)— (Egypt/ Holland),
(Egypt/Syria), (Egypt/France), (Egypt/France) on the market
share of potatoes in the main six importing markets, also the
effect of lagged market share seemed to be significant for the
six markets.
