
 

An Economic Study for some Agricultural By-Products and 
their Role in the Process of Economic Development: 

A Case Study in Gharbia Governorate 

Abstract 

This study aimed at reviewing what has been reached in the field of 
by-products recycling, studying the quantitative and value development of 
some by-products all over the Republic and Gharbia Governor-ate, in 
addition to examining the economics of recycling in Gharbia Governorate 
and applying the financial appraisal of profitably for recycling projects in 
Gharbia Governorate. 

This study consists of four main chapters beside the introduction that 
includes; study problem, study goal, research method, data sources, and 
importance of study and contents of this study. The results indicate the 
increase of quantitative, real and current value of by-products on the national 
level and Gharbia Governorate. In addition, it shows that added value in the 
case of recycling to compost production is more than recycling to non-
traditional animal feed production. The financial appraisal of recycling 
projects in Gharbia Governorate shows the increasing profitability of the 
pound in sites of ECARU Company, government projects more than civil 
cooperative projects. The difference assets turn rate between all projects.  
The gross profit margin ratio in the government project is higher than other 
projects, while the net profit margin ratio and return of investment ratio in 
ECARU company sites were higher than other projects. However, in silage 
production project the profitability of the pound was declining. 

From above results, the following recommendations could be: 

1- Reducing the lost by-products by increasing the recycling amount 
and supplying necessary equipment, providing places to collect 
these by-products and means of transport required. 

2- Increasing the awareness of the importance of by-products recycling, and 
providing recycling-projects with technical staff. 

3- Encouraging the private sector through the development of administrative 
policies and funding recycling projects. 

4- Favoring subsidy for recycling-projects and its requirements at reasonable 
prices to the farmers. 
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
