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Abstract
The study aimed at identifying the following in both villages with high and low
development level: structural and functional differences of rural family, significant
variations in both structural and functional differences, testing significance of
relationship between function and structural variables, family problems and
suggested solutions, finally the divorce reasons.
The study was conducted on a sample of ¥+ © head of households from “Al-Nassaria”
village representing the low development level, and oY head of households from
“Munshaat Fadel” representing the high development level in “Al-Aiat” district
“markaz”, Giza governorate. Personal interview questionnaire and group discussion
were used for data collection and the following statistics were used: frequencies,
percentages, T-test , chi-square and simple correlation coefficient.
The following reveals the most important obtained results:
(V)Significant variations were found among rural families in both villages with high and low
development level in regard of the following structural aspects: family type, number of
children, number of house hold members, kinship between married couples, personal choice in
marriage decision, appropriate marriage age for males, appropriate marriage age for females,
age differences between married couples, ways of choosing a wife, preferred education level
of future wife, power of social relationships and participation degree in family decision-
making(.Y) Significant variations were found among rural families in both villages with high
and low development level in regard of the socialization function activities represented in the
following: children’s education, returning trusts, children punishment for no respect of elders,
patience in hard times, orienting children towards conserving their school, monitoring
children’s friends morals, rooting land appreciation in children and not selling it, encouraging
children to memorize the Holly Quran and encourage children to complete their
education(.Y).Significant variations were found among rural families in both villages with high
and low development level in regard of the educational function activities represented in the
following: following-up children lessons, providing appropriate environment for studying,
providing money for education, using reward-punishment ways and addressing teachers to
know their children’s education progress level(¢) Significant variations were found among
rural families in both villages with high and low development level in regard of the
recreational function activities(.®) Significant variations were found among rural
families in both villages with high and low development level in regard of the health function
activities represented in the following: receiving treatment in the health unit,
treatment with herbs and traditional prescriptions, follow-up during wife pregnancy
and treatment from pharmacy without doctor consultation(?) Significant variations
were found among rural families in both villages with high and low development
level in regard of the social control function represented in the following: ways of
solving male children problems, ways of solving female. children problems, ways of
solving married couple’s problems and who is in charge of punishment. (¥) No
significance of relationship in low development level villages between functional and
structural variables.
